I reached out to members in Davison and Lapeer to ask them to distribute Flint Area Meeting lists to various public buildings such as Courthouses, Hospital ER's, Health Departments, Parole/Probation offices, etc.

In Flint I distributed meeting lists to Hurley, Maclaren, and Genesys ER's.  I took lists to the 67th District Court Parole/Probation office.  I left some with the Insight Behavioral Health office on South Saginaw St.  I also dropped some onto a rack at the Farmers Market.  More distribution will follow in the future.
